They can change in 
format. As a club, think about why members are involved and stay involved. What are they looking 
for? Then plan your club gatherings to meet those needs.  
 
Focus on parts that meet the club’s needs for each meeting. Some meetings may focus entirely on 
project work to help members accomplish their goals and learn new skills.  
 
Remember 4-H should be fun! Celebrate accomplishments or just take time to focus on recreation 
once in a while. It’s a great way to build a club team. Field trips and service-learning, etc. can put 
spice into your club, providing opportunities for youth to plan and organize while having fun. Contact 
your local 4-H Program Coordinator for resources. Whether your meetings are formal or informal, the 
agenda needs to be well planned in advance.
