4. Requirements for a pin

a. Must submit at least six 4-H club-related articles/items to any newspaper or electronic
media source (such as a club website, social media outlet or online news source)

b. Articles do not need to be published, only submitted

c. Ifinterested in being competitive in News Writing category at state judging, recommend
going beyond the minimum number of articles

d. Include pictures to support news articles

e. Notebook turned in for judging requires copies of all articles submitted
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
