Enrollment Forms

All enrollment forms for returning 4-H’ers are due to the Extension
office by Monday, December 2. Check with your club leader to see
if your club has an earlier deadline. Although enrollment forms are
due December 2, enrollment is open to new 4-H families all year.

Each club needs to have two youth and two adults serve as the club’s
representative to 4-H County Council. The meetings occur on the 1%

tion at, as the new County Officers will be elected. It is encouraged
that all youth interested in a position be present for the meeting.

Volunteer Orientation

Volunteer Information Profile (VIP) Orientation is one of the required steps to becoming VIP

certified. The following explains which individuals need to complete the VIP process.
Definition of a 4-H volunteer:
1. Registered VIP = A volunteer, adult or teen, with authority to independently plan and
conduct educational experiences for youth with other adults present or in a public set-
ting OR a volunteer whose position puts them in close, ongoing, one-to-one interaction
with youth. (Examples: judging team coach, community/organizational leader, project
leader, camp assistant or counselor, Discovery Days or other event chaperone, ex-
change trip chaperone, chauffeur for any 4-H activities, county-wide project leader,
etc.)
2. Episodic Volunteer = An episodic volunteer would be a volunteer helping with a sin-
gle “episode” or activity. This person is not required to complete the VIP process. Vol-
unteers who are considered episodic volunteers serve as workshop presenters, judges,
assistant fair superintendents, guest speakers, etc.

There are two options available to complete this required orientation:

1. An in-person VIP orientation will be offered on Saturday, November 2 from 9-11:30am.
Training will take place at the Extension office. The deadline to RSVP has been extended
until Friday, November 1 at midnight. Click the following link to register: https://
docs.google.com/forms/d/1b80eUlcq3aeD8HMZuaXIvoUgqT5gIMiXzg6mSd1ls4Yo/
viewform. The upcoming orientation is open to anyone, whether you have filled out the VIP
application or not. There will be applications at the orientation for you to fill out.

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National & International Opportunities

Applications due November 4 for 2014 Outbound Exchanges

4-H members between the ages of 12 and 19 have the possibility of traveling to Australia, Cos-
ta Rica, Japan, Norway and Tanzania next year. All the programs except Tanzania are one
month including a home stay with a host family for most of the month. Tanzania is a two-week
group experience in a dormitory environment. Japan has an option for an additional month
stay with a Tokyo family while taking daily language and culture training before the home stay
elsewhere in Japan.

Twelve-year-olds may participate in the Japan Exchange. All other exchanges have a mini-
mum age of 15 except Australia which has a minimum age of 16 years. All programs except
Japan and Costa Rica have a maximum age of 19. (Japan and Costa Rica have a cut off at

18.) A comparison chart, individual flyers, and a new application form are posted on the Kan-
sas 4-H web site. 4-H alumni ages 19 to 25 may apply for individualized programs of 6 weeks
to 6 months in partner countries Europe, Asia, Africa or Latin America. Options will be similar
to those described in the IFYE Representative flyer currently on the 4-H web site.

Applications are due to the State 4-H Office by November 4 with interviews on December 7 in
Manhattan for all programs. Questions can be directed to Beth Shanholtzer Stuewe at
bshanholtzer@gmail.com.

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Leader Update

VIP Process

As a reminder here are the steps to becoming VIP Certified:

1) Fill out the VIP Application found at http://www.ksre.ksu.edu/bookstore/
pubs/4H673.pdf. It is important that this application be complete. Missing infor-
mation will slow the process down.

2) We will send reference checks to all 3 of your references.

3) We check all of our volunteers on the Kansas Bureau of Investigation (KBI) and Kan-
sas Adult Supervised Population Electronic Repository System (KASPERS) websites.

4) Once at least 2 references have responded and you clear the KBI and KASPER checks
we will send you an acknowledgment e-mail telling you how to continue on to orien-
tation.

5) Once you complete orientation we will submit your file to the VIP Review Committee.
The Review Committee then submits a list of names for Extension Board approval.

6) Once the Board approves you, you are officially VIP Certified and will receive con-
formation of your VIP certification.

Once you are VIP certified you will only have to fill out VIP renewals annually. Renewals can
be found at http://www.ksre.ksu.edu/bookstore/pubs/4H953.pdf.

Club Organization Report

As your club kicks off the 2013-2014 4-H year with electing new officers and forming new
committees, club leaders will also need to take a few moments to complete your club’s 2013-
2014 Club Organization Report. The report is posted at www.johnson.ksu.edu/4HClubLeaders.
We ask club leaders to submit this form to the Extension office by 5pm on December 2, 2013.

Annual Financial Report

Clubs are also required by Extension law to submit an Annual Financial Report. This is a re-
port that your club treasurer should be able to complete with the help of an adult volunteer.
This report is posted at www.johnson.ksu.edu/4HClubLeaders. This form is also due to the
Extension office by 5pm on December 2, 2013. This report is required to keep your club in
good standing.
