Archery 4-H SPIN Club Registration

Johnson County Archery 4-H SPIN Club registration will open March 10. Regis-
tration information will be posted at www.johnson.ksu.edu/4Hspin. A $30 equip-
ment fee will be collected at the first class. The main focus will be on covering
beginning archery, but work will also be done with those that have more advanced skills. This
SPIN club is a pre-requisite for joining the Match Practice Group which meets during the sum-
mer and has very limited space available.

Archery 4-H SPIN Club will meet on April 12, 19, 26, and May 3, 10, 17, in Spring Hill from 2-
3:30 p.m. This is an outdoor event and in the event of bad weather make-up days will be de-
termined.

Club Reminders

Enrollment - Please help us with the process of getting all Johnson County 4-H members to
an Active enrollment status in 4HOnline. You can do this by logging in to your club’s account,
clicking on “Search” at the top left of the page, and checking the “Status” of your club mem-
bers and volunteers. If the member has completed and submitted an enrollment with Johnson
County 4-H it will say either “Active,” “Pending,” or “Incomplete.” If it says Active then their
enrollment is complete for the 2014-2015 4-H year. If it says Pending then their enrollment is
waiting for review by us at the county level. They will either be accepted (which changes
their status to Active) or their enrollment will be sent back to them requesting additions or ed-
its (this action changes their status to Incomplete). If their status is Incomplete then they need
to make the additions/edits that were listed in the email they received from 4HOnline and re-
submit their enrollment.

Project Leaders and Volunteers must be Registered Volunteers

Remember that project leaders and volunteers must be Registered Volunteers in order to

volunteer for your club.

There are three types of volunteers:
Direct Volunteer: A volunteer with authority to independently plan and conduct educational
experiences for youth with adults present or in a public setting OR whose position puts them
in close, ongoing, interaction with youth. (Examples: community or organizational leader,
project leader, activity leader, judging team coach, camp counselor, event chaperone, ex-
change trip chaperone, countywide project leader, chauffeur for any 4-H activities, etc.) Di-
rect Volunteers are required to complete the Kansas 4-H Volunteer Screening Process.

Episodic Volunteer: A volunteer helping with a single “episode” or activity (usually with a
Registered 4-H Volunteer present). Volunteers who are considered episodic volunteers
serve as workshop presenters, judges, guest speakers, etc. Episodic Volunteers are not
required to complete the Volunteer Screening process.

Indirect Volunteer: A volunteer supporting 4-H events or activities but not working directly
with youth. Volunteers who are considered indirect volunteers serve on committees or
boards. Examples may include local 4-H Foundation Board members or PDC members who
don't interact with youth. This person is not required to complete the Volunteer Screen-
ing process.
