Leader Update
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Adding/Dropping Projects and Enrollment Status

The project add/drop deadline for new and returning 4-H’ers is May 1. 4-H members must be
enrolled in the project by May 1 and have an Active status in 4HOnline to be eligible to
exhibit in the corresponding project area at the Johnson County Fair. Project enrollment is an
important component of the project experience. 4-H families can update this information any
time in 4HOnline by simply editing the 4-H member’s profile. This option will be available
through May 1 and then after that the system will not allow any changes to be made to a 4-H
member’s projects. If you have questions please contact your club leader or the Johnson
County 4-H office.

Horse Identification and Horseless Horse Certificates

All Horse Identification Certificates and Horseless Horse Certificates are due to the Extension
office by 5 p.m. on May 1. Appropriate forms can be found at www.johnson.k-state.edu/4-h/
events-programs/livestock.html. Also posted on this webpage is an example of a correctly
filled out Horse Identification Certificate.

4-H Horse Snaffle Bit Project Nominations - Horse snaffle bit project nominations are also
due to the Extension office by 5 p.m. on May 1. Along with the nomination, a Horse Identifica-
tion Certificate and a $10 fee must be submitted. Three-year-old snaffle bit projects must have
been nominated the previous year and do not have to have been shown to re-nominate.

Kansas Junior Livestock Show and Kansas State Fair Livestock Nominations

4-H members planning on showing their animals at the Kansas Junior Livestock Show (KJLS)
and/or the Kansas State Fair must submit nominations to the Youth Livestock office. Market
Beef nominations are due by May 1. Commercial Heifer, Swine, Sheep, and Meat Goat nomi-
nations are due by June 15. Information pertaining to the Kansas Livestock Nominations can be
found at www.YouthLivestock.KSU.edu.

New Requirement for 2019: YOQCA Certification - Youth planning to exhibit in the 2019
Kansas State Fair Grand Drive and/or the Kansas Junior Livestock Show (K]JLS) must meet the
Youth for the Quality Care of Animals (YQCA) requirement. Both state shows will require ALL
exhibitors to be YQCA certified. This includes youth showing market animals, commercial
females, and registered purebred breeding females. This certification is not required for the
2019 Johnson County Fair, but is recommended and will be required starting with the 2020
Johnson County Fair.

Certification can be done by taking a minimum one-hour in-person training or an online
training. Both trainings are registered and paid for by going to www.YQCA.org and logging
into the system through 4HOnline. All registration and payment is handled through the YQCA
website and must be done before attending either type of training. The online training is $12
per youth and the in-person training is $3 per youth.

Johnson County Extension is offering an in-person training for YQCA on April 16, at 6 p.m. at
the Johnson County Extension Office, Room 1060.

We asked that all current 4-H members re-enroll by November 1, 2018. If you or your 4-H’er
have not re-enrolled yet please do so immediately. Your family is missing out on important
correspondences from the Extension office as only the contact information from 2019 enroll-
ments in 4HOnline is being used now.

Process. The online criminal background check is still a requirement, along with the volunteer
application, interview, orientation and local board approval. If you have any questions about the
Volunteer Screening Process, please contact the Johnson County 4-H office.

NEW!! The Screening Process for Youth Volunteers 17 years old and younger is as follows:
All youth volunteers, 17 & under, will undergo a screening process which includes:
1.) Application
2.) In-Person Interview with the Extension Office
3.) Orientation
4.) Submit 3 adult references for reference checks. References may not be family members.
a.) One reference from a 4-H affiliated adult (i.e. Community Club Leader, 4-H Alumni, or
SPIN Club Leader)
b.) This replaces the Criminal Background Check that is required for adult volunteers.
(Extension staff will follow-up with at least 2 references.)
5.) Board Approval
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
