YQCA Requirement for 2020 Johnson County Fair

Youth for the Quality Care of Animals (YQCA) is a national, multi-species youth livestock quality
assurance program that focuses on food safety, animal wellbeing, and character development,
through age-appropriate educational curriculum for youth 8-21 years old. This program is an annu-
al certification that grows with a young person, so the learning modules are different every year.

All livestock exhibitors are required to be YQCA certified in order to participate in the
Johnson County Fair, Kansas State Fair Grand Drive, and/or Kansas Junior Livestock Show.
Be sure to plan ahead so that all 4-H’ers have plenty of time to get certified! Certification can be
done by taking a minimum one-hour in-person training or an online training. Both trainings are
registered for and paid for by going to www.YQCA .org and logging into the system through
4HOnline. All registration and payment is handled through the YQCA website and must be done
before attending either type of training. The online training is $12 per youth and the in-person
training is $3 per youth. Johnson County 4-H will hold in-person trainings on January 7 and Febru-
ary 24. Save the date on your calendar and registration information will be sent out soon. For more
information visit www.johnson.k-state.edu/4-h/events-programs/livestock.html and contact the
Johnson County 4-H staff with questions.

Grants Available for Johnson County 4-H Projects

Johnson County 4-H will again this year be offering Project Leader Grants for project leaders or
volunteers interested in leading a countywide project! The purpose of this grant is to offer project
meetings to 4-H’ers who would otherwise not have an opportunity to learn about the project, to
increase participation in projects 4-H’ers are already enrolled in and increase overall enrollment in
projects. If awarded, the project leader would receive an amount of up to $100. Grant money will
be used to cover the cost of materials so that 4-H’ers can participate in the project with little to no
cost. It could also cover admission to educational exhibits. If you are currently leading project
meetings with your club and only have a couple members we encourage you to apply so you can
open up your meetings to others outside your club.

Project Leaders and Volunteers must be Registered Volunteers

Reminder: Adults providing supervision to youth at a 4-H program; making decisions on behalf of
the 4-H program; having access to private data of 4-H members or volunteers; and/or handling funds
as part of 4-H must complete the volunteer screening process, be accepted, and enrolled as a Kansas
4-H volunteer.

Volunteer applications and renewals will now be completed through 4HOnline. We asked that all
current volunteers have their renewal completed by November 1. If you have not completed the
renewal process in 4HOnline for the 2019-2020 year, you should not be volunteering for your club.
Once you have completed the renewal process in 4HOnline and your profile has been made “Active”
you may resume your volunteer duties.

Youth under the age of 18 no longer need to complete the volunteer screening process. (There are a
few exceptions such as camp counselors.)
