Adding/Dropping Projects and Enrollment Status 

 The project add/drop deadline for new and returning 4-H’ers is May 1. 4-H members must be 

enrolled in the project by May 1 and have an Active status in 4HOnline to be eligible to  

exhibit in the corresponding project area at the Johnson County Fair. Project enrollment is an 

important component of the project experience. 4-H families can update this information any 

time in 4HOnline by simply editing the 4-H member’s profile. This option will be available  

until midnight on May 1 and then after that the system will not allow any changes to be made 

to a 4-H member’s projects. If you have questions please contact your club leader or the  

Johnson County 4-H office.

Kansas Junior Livestock Show and Kansas State Fair Livestock Nominations 

 4-H members planning on showing their animals at the Kansas Junior Livestock Show (KJLS) 

and/or the Kansas State Fair must submit nominations to the Youth Livestock office. Market 

Beef nominations are due by May 1. Commercial Heifer, Swine, Sheep, and Meat Goat nomi-

nations are due by June 15. Information pertaining to the Kansas Livestock Nominations can be 

found at www.YouthLivestock.KSU.edu. 

New Requirement for 2019: YQCA Certification - For 2019 and going forward, YQCA certi-

fication is required to participate at KJLS and at the Kansas State Fair. Online training can be 

completed now at www.yqca.org. (Use 4HOnline email and password to log in.) Or, trainings 

led by instructors will be available this year during K-State’s Junior Producer Days, Discovery 

Days, and there will also be two trainings in Johnson County. The Johnson County trainings 

are tentatively scheduled for March, so be on the lookout for more details to come. 

***YQCA certification is recommended for the 2019 Johnson County Fair. It will be required 

for the 2020 Johnson County Fair.***

 We asked that all current 4-H members re-enroll by November 1, 2018. If you or your 4-H’er 

have not re-enrolled yet please do so immediately. Your family is missing out on important 

correspondences from the Extension office as only the contact information from 2019 enroll-

ments in 4HOnline is being used now.
