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Enrollment Status and Adding/Dropping Projects 

 The project add/drop deadline for new and returning 4-H’ers is May 1. 4-H members must  

be enrolled in the project by May 1 and have an Active status in 4HOnline to be eligible to  

exhibit in the corresponding project area at the Johnson County Fair. Project enrollment is an 

important component of the project experience. 4-H families can update this information any 

time in 4HOnline by simply editing the 4-H member’s profile. This option will be available un-

til midnight on May 1 and then after that the system will not allow any changes to be made to a 

4-H member’s projects. If you have questions please contact your club leader or the Johnson

4-H Horse Snaffle Bit Projects 

 Horse snaffle bit projects are due to the Extension office by 5 p.m. on May 1. Along with the 

nomination, the 4-H member must submit the Horse Identification Certificate and a $10 fee. 

Three-year-old snaffle bit projects must have been nominated the previous year and do not 

have to have been shown to re-nominate. 
 

Kansas Junior Livestock Show and Kansas State Fair Livestock Nominations 

 4-H members planning on showing their animals at the Kansas Junior Livestock Show and/or 

the Kansas State Fair need to submit nominations to the Youth Livestock office. Market Beef 

nominations are due by May 1. Commercial Heifer, Swine, Sheep, and Meat Goat nominations 

are due by June 15.

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  Archery 4-H SPIN Club Enrollment 
 Online enrollment for Johnson County 4-H Archery SPIN Club will begin the 

morning of March 7. The link to enrollment will be found at www.johnson.k-

state.edu/classes-events/. A $30 equipment fee will be required during the 

online enrollment. This fee is for all the equipment, including:  bows, arrows, 

targets, stands, arm guard, finger protection, etc. The focus will be on beginning archery, but 

those that have more advanced skills will also get helpful instruction. This SPIN Club is a pre-

requisite for perhaps joining the Match Practice group during the summer, which has limited 

space available. 

 Archery SPIN will meet six times on Sunday afternoons, beginning April 8. The new practice 

location is at Powder Creek Shooting Park, 8601 Monticello Rd., Lenexa, KS. Dates/times will 

be April 8, 15, 22, 29, May 6 and 13, from 2-3:30 p.m. This is an outdoor event and in case of 

bad weather, make-up days will likely be Tuesday evenings in May. You must be there for the 

first meeting, since most of the safety topics will be covered that day. Class is taught by  

Kansas certified 4-H Shooting Sports Archery Instructors. Safety will be a top priority. 

 Participants do not need to be current 4-H members, but must be between 4-H ages of 8-18 

(before January 1, 2018). Previous years’ participants that are not a member of Archery Match 

Practice may take the class again. This is your only opportunity to get this instruction in the  

4-H Shooting Sports Archery project this year. Registrations will be limited. In addition to the 

equipment fee, participants will be required to turn in a SPIN Enrollment Form and a Kansas  

4-H Participation Form. (If you are already enrolled in Johnson County 4-H you do not need to 

complete the enrollment form or participation form.)

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Horseless Horse Project Clarifications 
 The state 4-H office has had questions concerning the Horseless Horse project; below are 

clarifications based on learning and risk management: 

 4-H member does not own or lease a horse. 

 Project intended to offer a 4-H member opportunity to learn about horses. 

 4-H member may participate in judging contests, quiz bowl, hippology and give presen-

tations. 

 4-H member may volunteer to assist another 4-H member at horse show and trails rides. 

 Project member may exhibit at local fair with a borrowed 4-H Identified horse in the 

showmanship class only. 

 No riding. 

 
2018 Kansas 4-H Dog Care and Training Project Changes 
 Periodically the Kansas 4-H Dog Care and Training Project shares changes as they affect 4-H 

dog shows including the Kansas State Fair 4-H Dog Show. 

 The 4-H Dog Show Immunization Record (only MG-34 Revised, October 2017 accepted) 

must be completed for each dog entered. The record may be printed on any color of  

paper. Originals or photocopies are acceptable. 

 All rabies vaccinations must be administered by a licensed veterinarian. All vaccinations 

must be current. Dogs must be at least 6 months of age at time of show.

Horse Snaffle Bit Rule Changes 
 There will be a new edition of the 4-H Horse Show Rule Book coming out this spring. Coming 

with the new edition will be some major changes to the 2-Year-Old Snaffle Bit and 3-Year-Old 

Projects. 4-H members in the 2-Year-Old Project should expect to show in two rail phases and 

be prepared for the interview phase. However, the 2-Year-Old Project will be discontinued 

after the 2019 State Fair Horse Show. The 3-Year-Old Project has been expanded. It will also 

have three total phases - Phase 1 is rail work, Phase 2 is a pattern, and Phase 3 is an interview. 

4-H members involved in the 3-Year-Old Project should plan to participate in all three phases 

at this year's state fair. 

 
2018 Kansas 4-H SpaceTech Changes for the Kansas State Fair 
 This is the second year for Unmanned Aerial Systems (UAS) at the Kansas State Fair. In 2018, 

additional exhibits will be accepted at the Kansas State Fair and all posters, display boards 

and notebooks have been separated into a junior division (9-13 years old), and a senior divi-

sion (14 years and older).

4-H “Alien Adventure” Experience 
 The Kansas 4-H SpaceTech Program and the Kansas Cosmosphere located in Hutchinson are 

again teaming up to provide fun, hands-on and science-based programming for Kansas 4-H 

Youth Development. This third program will feature “The Alien Adventure.” The experience 

will begin Friday, April 6, at 4 p.m., and will end on Saturday, April 7, 4 p.m. Cost will be $110 

for youth between 9-18-years old and $110 for all adult participants. All youth must have a 

designated chaperone to attend. Parents, grandparents, other relatives, and guardians may 

chaperone their own children/relatives. They may not chaperone other non-family members. 

Adult chaperones will be responsible for their children overnight. 

 Registration includes three meals, two breaks, and an overnight stay. Program topics include: 

a tour of the Cosmosphere, doing experiments and microscope examinations to learn about 

what makes something alive, finding out how scientists are searching for life in our solar  

system, learning about the search for extra-solar plants, decoding alien messages, and devel-

oping an alien species with its own unique planet and culture, plus much more. 

 This Cosmosphere collaboration is designed to be an adult-child experience, where 4-H 

members and adults can interact and learn from these fun and educational experiences. The 

program will include overnight indoor camping at the Cosmosphere located in Hutchinson, 

KS, (bring your own sleeping bag, air mattress, pillow, towel and toiletry items). The experi-

ence is open to 4-H members, parents, grandparents, volunteer 4-H leaders, and KSRE staff. 

 Register at www.kansas4-h.org/events/index.html until March 22, or until all 60 spots are 

filled. There is also a minimum number required or the experience will be cancelled.
