2020 Enrollment

4-H Financial Audit

4-H Treasurers, Club Leaders, and Financial Review Committee members: start planning now
for the annual 4-H Club Financial Audit! The audit is required for all non-appropriated funds
generated for Extension programs. This includes funds raised/collected by 4-H clubs, project
clubs, affiliated groups, etc. The Annual Financial Report document can be found on the
Leader Resources page at www.johnson.k-state.edu/4-h/project-club-resources/. Every club/
group who has an EIN number issued by the IRS is asked to have a Financial Review Commit-
tee review the club financial records annually. Members of this committee should NOT be
family members of the treasurer or signatories on the account. The committee should be
composed of two 4-H members and two adult volunteers. This information is due to the
Extension office by November 1, 2019. NEW REQUIREMENT: The Treasurer's Book MUST be
submitted from every group with an EIN. Please review Ami's email regarding the require-
ment or contact Ami with any questions.

County Council Elections and Information

Each club needs to have two youth and two adults serve as the club’s representatives at 4-H
County Council. The meetings occur on the first Monday of odd months at 7 p.m. starting on
November 4. The November meeting is especially crucial for your club to have representa-
tion, as the new County Council officers will be elected.

Record book judging will start at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, October 9 in room 1070/1075 at the
Extension office. Please have at least two adult representatives from your club attend judging.

Project Leaders and Volunteers must be Registered Volunteers

Reminder: Adults providing supervision to youth at a 4-H program; making decisions on
behalf of the 4-H program; having access to private data of 4-H members or volunteers; and/or
handling funds as part of 4-H must complete the volunteer screening process, be accepted, and
enrolled as a Kansas 4-H volunteer.

Volunteer applications and renewals will now be completed through 4HOnline. Volunteers can
start completing their enrollment on October 1. We ask that all current volunteers complete
their renewal by November 1.

Youth under the age of 18 no longer need to complete the volunteer screening process. (There
are a few exceptions such as camp counselors.)

We will send an email around October 1 informing all current volunteers how to complete the
renewal process. If you have any questions please contact Amanda.
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
