As a reminder, the $15 program fee will be paid at 
the time of enrollment within 4-H Online. (Adult volunteers and Cloverbuds 
will not be charged the fee.) Enrollment guides for families and volunteers are 
posted at www.johnson.k-state.edu/4-h/forms-resources/. 
 A note to families re-enrolling 4-H’ers… You will need to select the club and 
all desired projects during re-enrollment as Projects and Clubs will not prepop-
ulate from last year. If a project is selected that the 4-H’er was enrolled in last 
year, the years in project will increment correctly based on what number was 
entered the previous year. If you have any questions about enrollment please 
contact your club leader or the Johnson County 4-H office.

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Prepare for End of Year Awards 
1. All 4-H’ers should complete their Record Book (this includes the personal page,  

4-H story, and permanent record) so you can get rewarded for the year’s hard 
work. Be sure to check with your club leaders to find out the deadline to submit 
your record book to them. 

2. If you would like to apply for a membership pin, complete and submit a member-
ship pin application to your club leader. 

3. Officers should complete their books if it is required. Make sure to review the scoring sheet to 
meet all requirements. 

4. Finish your Project Reports for submission to the Extension office for judging. All forms, along 
with video tutorials, can be found at www.kansas4-h.org/resources/awards-and-recognition/
LocalRecordKeeping.html. Informational slides from our local training are posted at 
www.johnson.k-state.edu/4-h/forms-resources/record-books.html. 

 You will submit ALL record books, applications and officer books to your club leaders. Find all 
the resources for these awards at www.johnson.k-state.edu/4-h/forms-resources/record-books.html. 

 

4-H Financial Audit 
 4-H Treasurers, Club Leaders, and Financial Review Committee members: start planning now for 
the annual 4-H Club Financial Audit! The audit is required for all non-appropriated funds generated 
for Extension programs. This includes funds raised/collected by 4-H clubs, project clubs, affiliated 
groups, etc. The Annual Financial Report document can be found on the Leader Resources page at 
www.johnson.k-state.edu/4-h/project-club-resources/club-leader-resources/. Every club/group who 
has an EIN issued by the IRS is asked to have a Financial Review Committee review the club  
financial records annually. Members of this committee should NOT be family members of the 
treasurer or signatories on the account. The committee should be composed of two 4-H members 
and two adult volunteers. This information is due to the Extension office by November 1, 2023. A 
reminder that the Treasurer's Book MUST be submitted from every group with an EIN. Contact the 
Johnson County 4-H office with any questions.

Join the 4-H Shooting Sports BB Gun and Air Rifle Projects! 
 The always-popular Johnson County 4-H BB Gun and Air Rifle programs return for another  
season starting in October. Youth and their parents can learn to safely and responsibly use firearms, 
promote sportsmanship and ethical behavior, get acquainted with the fundamentals of competitive 
air-gun shooting, and foster shooting as a fun, family recreation. 
About the project 
 The 4-H Shooting Sports BB Gun and Air Rifle projects are administered under the K-State  
Research and Extension 4-H Youth Development program and operated by a team of adult volun-
teers who are experienced in shooting and youth instruction, who have been recommended and 
background-screened by the county Extension office, and who have received mandatory intensive 
training and state-level certification in the rifle shooting discipline and in youth development train-
ing techniques. 
 The competitive squad portion of the project consists of a combination of live-fire shooting  
instruction and classroom lecture covering general gun knowledge, proper gun handling, and proce-
dures for participating in airgun competitions. The BB Gun program is open to beginners and  
assumes no previous shooting experience or training. The competitive season lasts from October 
until the state 4-H championship in early April, and it includes weekly practice meetings and  
participation in about six competitions throughout eastern Kansas during the winter. 
You do not have to own your own equipment to participate. The 4-H Rifle Club has sufficient safe 
and proper equipment to outfit most youth who are interested in participating.

If you have already participated as part of the competitive squad in years past: 
Step 1) Re-enroll in 4-H as soon as the new enrollment year opens in October, at https://v2.4h 

online.com. This is important! If you show up for practice and are not officially enrolled in 
4-H, you will not be permitted to shoot. Please complete your enrollment as soon after 
October 1 as possible. Remember to select the BB Gun and/or Air Rifle project, as appro-
priate. 

Step 2) Send an email to RifleClub@4-HShootingSports.com and let us know you plan to return 
this year and which discipline(s) you plan to participate in. 

Step 3) Watch the Shooting Sports website calendar, at www.4-HShootingSports.com for updates 
on scheduled practice dates and times. At this time, the first practice for returning shooters 
is scheduled for November 14. Returning participants please note: Live firing at the intro-
ductory sessions explained in the next session will be reserved this year for new shooters 
only. Returning shooters may participate in classroom sessions and volunteer to help, but 
they will not be allowed to participate in live firing. 

If you have not participated as part of the competitive squad in years past: 
Step 1) Be aware of the following requirements particular to the Shooting Sports program: 

a) BB Gun is open to youth between age 9 and 15 as of January 1, 2024. 
b) Air Rifle is open to youth aged 12 to 18 as of January 1, 2024, who have successfully 

completed at least one season of the BB gun program (unless over age 15). 
c) Successful completion of at least one season of the Air Rifle program is a required prereq-

uisite for participation in the advanced shooting disciplines of smallbore rifle (.22 caliber) 
and muzzloading rifle, which will begin in summer 2024. 

Step 2) Plan to attend the initial introduction to 4-H BB Gun safety classes scheduled for 6 p.m. to 
8 p.m. October 17, October 24, November 6, and November 7. Participation in these four 
classes is required in order to be considered for invitation to participate in competitive 
match season shooting with the Johnson County 4-H BB Gun and Air Rifle squads. Partici-
pation in 4-H Shooting Sports with the competitive squad is by invitation only. Invitations 
will be extended by the 4-H instructors based on student performance in the introductory 
classes and available resources. 

Step 3) As soon as possible, send an email to RifleClub@4-HShootingSports.com to introduce 
yourself and let us know you plan to participate. 

Step 4) Enroll in 4-H as soon as the new enrollment opens on October 1, at https://v2.4honline.com. 
Be sure to enroll in the BB Gun and Air Rifle projects as appropriate to your participation 
plans. This is important! If you show up for practice and are not officially enrolled in  
4-H, you will not be permitted to shoot. Enroll as soon after October 1 as possible, as your 
enrollment must be accepted by Johnson County K-State Research and Extension before 
your enrollment is official, and acceptance may take several days. You will only be  
permitted to shoot at any of the safety classes if you can demonstrate your enrollment is  
official—no exceptions will be permitted. 

Step 5) Watch the Shooting Sports website calendar at www.4-HShootingSports.com for updates 
on scheduled dates, times, and locations for the introductory safety class and regular prac-
tices.

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Apply for Two Leadership Roles 
 There are two ways young people become members of the Kansas Youth Leadership Council, as a 
Youth Leadership Council Representative or a National 4-H Council Delegate. The same applica-
tion process is used for both opportunities with applicants indicating if they are applying for one or 
both roles. Applications are due October 2, 2023. 

National 4-H Conference 
The National 4-H Conference is a working conference in which youth and adults, at the invitation 
of the Secretary of Agriculture, assist in the development of recommendations to help guide 4-H 
Youth Development programs nationally and in their communities. This event brings together 
youth, volunteer leaders, and state and county Extension staff members from across the United 
States, the U.S. Territories, and the Canadian Providences. Those who are selected as National 
Conference delegates will serve a two-year term on the council. Applicants must be ages 15-18 
before January 1, 2024. For more information visit www.kansas4-h.org/events-activities/
conferences-events/national-4-h-conference/. 

Kansas 4-H Youth Leadership Council 
Youth may also run for a one year term as a representative on the council. Youth Council appli-
cants must be ages 14-18 before January 1, 2024. Youth Council members work to involve youth 
with K-State Research and Extension in promoting, developing, implementing and evaluating 
Kansas Extension 4-H Youth Development programs in order to reflect the needs and interests of 
the youth in the state. Council members will also plan and conduct the Kansas Youth Leadership 
Forum (KYLF), Citizenship in Action, 48 Hours of 4-H, and other events. For more information 
visit www.kansas4-h.org/4-h-programs/teen-leadership-opportunities/youth-leadership-council/.

Project Leaders and Volunteers must be Registered Volunteers 
 Adults providing supervision to youth at a 4-H program; making decisions on behalf of the 4-H  
program; having access to private data of 4-H members or volunteers; and/or handling funds as part 
of 4-H must complete the volunteer screening process, be accepted, and enrolled as a Kansas 4-H  
volunteer. 
 Volunteer applications and renewals are completed through 4-H Online. We ask that all returning 
volunteers complete their renewal by November 1, 2023. If a volunteer has not completed the  
renewal process in 4-H Online for the 2023-2024 year, they should not be volunteering for your club. 
Once the renewal process has been completed in 4-H Online and their profile has been approved they 
may resume their volunteer duties.
