Fresh food and 

flower entries can be brought in at the same time as all other entries, 

however (to help with freshness) we will accept them from 8-9 a.m. on 

Friday, September 6. Please note that this drop-off time is only available 

for food or flower entries, as the van will already be loaded with all other 

entries. IMPORTANT: Please read the rules in the Kansas State Fair 4-H 

Exhibitor Handbook as well as check the Exhibit Area Downloads links 

for any class you entered in. A link to the handbook and the additional 

downloads links are posted at www.kansas4-h.org/p.aspx?tabid=46.

2) Review all necessary forms and information for your entry.

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4-H Shooting Sports Nationals 
 Ten Johnson County 4-H Shooting Sports members went to Grand Island, Nebraska this  

summer, to compete in the 4-H Shooting Sports National Championships. Members and teams 

representing nine disciplines competed against each other as individuals and as part of the 

Kansas state team. Teams of four members in each discipline from Kansas were picked from 

top placing individuals at Kansas 4-H state matches. Individuals may only participate in an  

individual discipline once at Nationals during their 4-H career. Awards were presented for 

three days of competition, overall discipline winners, and overall state team sweepstakes. 

 Mason (Pioneer) competed in Shotgun, it was the first year our county had a participant in this 

event at Nationals, and the team was coached by Tom Askew and Lisa Smith. Daniel and Jacob 

(Livestock Club) competed in Air Rifle, coached by Mike Smith. Liza (Morning Glory) placed 

8th in Air Pistol and Izzy (Lucky Clover) was on the team that placed 3rd. Ben (Morning Glory) 

placed 2nd in Smallbore Rifle, the team placed 2nd, and was coached by Jason Rogers. Abby 

(Lucky Clover) won in Smallbore Pistol, and the team placed 3rd. Justine (Pioneer) competed 

in Muzzle Loader. Chase (Morning Glory) and Charles (Morning Glory) competed in Recurve 

Archery, the team placed 5th, and was coached by Arn Eccles. 

 Johnson County 4-H Shooting Sports members accounted for over 25% of the Kansas team this 

year at Nationals! These ten individuals helped earn Kansas a 5th place overall in the sweep-

stakes. Over 600 youth from 36 states participated in this nearly weeklong event.  

Congratulations to Johnson County for representing our state well!

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Shooting Sports Project:  Air Pistol SPIN Club 
 The Johnson County 4-H Shooting Sports project will hold an introductory Air Pistol class. Join 

us to learn the basics of air pistol shooting in a fun, safe environment. This indoor class will  

focus on providing an introduction to the sport of target air pistol shooting with an emphasis 

on gun safety and handling. Pistols, targets, pellets and other equipment will be provided, 

however participants are asked to bring their own safety glasses. The class is taught by  

Kansas certified 4-H Shooting Sports instructors. Participants do not have to be a 4-H member 

but must be between 12 and 18 years of age (before January 1, 2020). 

 This class is a pre-requisite for joining the air pistol competition squad and for participating 

in Small bore pistol next summer. Those who show an affinity and wish to compete further may 

be invited to join the air pistol competition squad for the regular season which will run from 

December to April. 

 Air pistol SPIN Club will meet on the following evenings, October 3, 9, 17, 24 from 6:30-8 p.m. 

The class location is indoors on the Johnson County Fairgrounds in Gardner, Kansas. A $40 

equipment fee will be required. Registration will open September 3, 2019, and a link will be 

posted at www.johnson.k-state.edu/classes-events. Participants will be required to turn in a 

SPIN Enrollment Form and a Kansas 4-H Participation Form.

 If you are new to 4-H Shooting Sports, we want you in the next Fall Introduction to 4-H BB Gun 

Special Interest (SPIN) course. Start planning now! Completing this BB Gun SPIN course is  

REQUIRED if you want to advance to shooting in some of the other 4-H shooting disciplines in 

Johnson County 4-H, including: competitive 5-meter BB gun, 10-meter air rifle, 50-meter 

smallbore rifle, and muzzle-loader. If you want to shoot in any of those disciplines, you must 

enroll in this SPIN course. Simply enrolling in the 4-H Shooting Sports project without com-

pleting the SPIN course does not guarantee the opportunity to shoot. This course ensures 

new shooters have a safe and manageable introduction to the sport. It also puts youth who are 

interested in competitive shooting on a solid track toward long-term success in the more  

advanced disciplines. 

BB SPIN gives you: 

 A fun opportunity to shoot BB guns in a safe environment monitored by state-trained and  

certified 4-H adult volunteers. 

 An intensive educational introduction to the exciting sport of 5-meter competitive BB shooting. 

 Comprehensive gun-safety and gun-handling education. 

 Introductory training in the prone, standing, sitting and kneeling positions. 

 Test knowledge of NRA and Daisy BB Gun curriculums. 

 Don’t have a BB gun? No problem. The club has enough guns so that you do not have to own 

one in order to participate. 

 BB SPIN is open to anyone who will be at least 9 years old as of December 31, 2019. The meet-

ing schedule is yet to be determined, but will be from late September through late October at 

the Johnson County Fairgrounds in Gardner. 

 After the fall BB SPIN course is complete participants who show interest and affinity may be 

invited to join the competitive squad for the regular 4-H BB Gun season, which lasts from  

November until the state 4-H championship in early April.

enrolled as a Kansas 4-H volunteer. 

 Volunteer applications and renewals will now be completed through 4HOnline. Volunteers can 

start completing their enrollment on October 1. We ask that all current volunteers complete 

their renewal by November 1. 

 Youth under the age of 18 no longer need to complete the volunteer screening process. (There 

are a few exceptions such as camp counselors.) 

 We will send an email around October 1 informing all current volunteers how to complete the 

renewal process. We will also answer any questions you may have at the next club leader  

meeting.
