State Fair Entry Drop-off Information 
 Those projects that were registered for entry into the Kansas State Fair can be 
dropped off at the Extension office Tuesday, September 5 from 8:30 a.m. to 
6:30 p.m. or Wednesday, September 6 from 8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m. Fresh food and 
plant science entries can be brought in at the same time as all other entries, 
however (to help with freshness) we will accept them from 8-8:30 a.m. on 
Thursday, September 7. Please note that this drop-off time is only available for 
food or plant science entries, as the van will already be loaded with all other 
entries. 
 Again this year, youth that exhibit in the 4-H division of the state fair will  
receive two complimentary admission tickets to the Kansas State Fair in place 
of premiums. Those tickets can be picked up at the Extension office from  
8:30 a.m.-5 p.m. Monday-Friday.

Handbook as well as check the Exhibit Area Downloads links for any class you 
entered in.

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Shooting Sports Project: Air Pistol SPIN Club 
 The Johnson County 4-H Shooting Sports project will hold an introductory Air Pistol class. Join us 
to learn the basics of air pistol shooting in a fun, safe environment. This indoor class will focus on 
introducing the sport of target air pistol shooting with an emphasis on gun safety and handling.  
Pistols, targets, pellets and other equipment will be provided; however, participants are asked to 
bring their own safety glasses. The class is taught by Kansas certified 4-H Shooting Sports instruc-
tors. Participants do not have to be a 4-H member but must be between 12 and 18 years of age 
(before January 1, 2024). 
 This class is a pre-requisite for joining the air pistol competition squad and for participating in 
smallbore pistol next summer. Those who show an affinity and wish to compete further may be  
invited to join the air pistol competition squad for the regular season which will run from December 
to April. 
 Air Pistol SPIN will meet on the following evenings, October 5, 12, 19, 26 from 6:30-8 p.m. The 
class location is indoors on the Johnson County Fairgrounds in Gardner, Kansas. A $40 equipment 
fee will be required.

 There are two ways young people become members of the Kansas Youth Leadership Council, as a 
Youth Leadership Council Representative or a National 4-H Council Delegate. The same applica-
tion process is used for both opportunities with applicants indicating if they are applying for one or 
both roles. Applications are due October 2, 2023. 

National 4-H Conference 
The National 4-H Conference is a working conference in which youth and adults, at the invitation 
of the Secretary of Agriculture, assist in the development of recommendations to help guide 4-H 
Youth Development programs nationally and in their communities. This event brings together 
youth, volunteer leaders, and state and county Extension staff members from across the United 
States, the U.S. Territories, and the Canadian Providences. Those who are selected as National 
Conference delegates will serve a two-year term on the council. Applicants must be ages 15-18 
before January 1, 2024.

 “I pledge My head to clearer thinking, My heart to greater loyalty, My hands to larger service, and 
My health to better living, For my club, my community, my country, and my world.” This is the  
4-H Pledge. The seventeen Johnson County 4-H clubs make it a point to give back to the communi-
ty by using their hands for service. They provide a variety of services to the community. 
 Pawsablities provides skills training and job placement for people with disabilities in Kansas City. 
The 4-H Dog Club volunteered there. They helped take inventory and bag up about 150 bags of 
dog bones that the organization made ahead of time. They also helped make metal dog beds and 
build dog runs for the Rhodesian Ridgeback rescue group. 
 The Country Hearts 4-H Club gives back to the community throughout the year. They write notes/
cards to Veterans on the Honor Flight, draw cards/pictures for residents at nursing homes, collect 
items for food pantries, and each year they hold a book wrapping. For the book wrapping, they  
collect used books and wrap them for birthday gifts for needy children at John Fiske Elementary 
School in Kansas City, Kansas. Some of these families are so focused on living day to day that 
there are no books in their homes or apartment. Anna Schuster, Country Hearts community leader, 
said, “It gives us joy to share our books with them each year.” 
 “The Happy Helpers are very inten-
tional about community service pro-
jects throughout the year,” said Lauran 
Delancy, community leader. Their club 
sewed a quilt and tie fleece blankets 
for Project Linus. They collect food 
for local food pantries, make cards for 
cancer patients, and sort hygiene items 
for Ronald McDonald House. 
 Several clubs ring Salvation Army 
bells and help out at the Johnson 
County Christmas Bureau. Many clubs 
also complete projects for the churches 
or organizations where their club hold 
their monthly meetings.
